(DRAFT2)Resolutions of Malaysian 

World Peace Congress

The 18th IAEWP World Peace Congress took place in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, October 29-31, 2008.  The Theme was Peace as a Tool for Global Integration.

It was proposed that we build a network of all NGO's both  registered at the United Nations   and other Civil Society organizations as tools for Peace, building on their past, transforming themselves according to the times, and be resolved to do the following:

1) a) Develop  intake procedures for all staff and volunteers that include as a minimum requirement -   http://itakethevow.com/  as one step.  It is also recommended to look  at the intake process of other organizations in order to develop an unbiased  approach to volunteerism. Develop  database of Educators for Peace - consistent with  Proclamation made in Greenwich in June of 2000. "All educators  are educators for World Peace".

 (b) Develop an intake procedure for Peace Education Pedagogy (materials) that is unbiased in approach to assure detractors that we are not biased. *( suggestion: The Council for Global Education)

(c) Develop a Platform of accessibility to this information  over the internet and have the information produced in a multi media format that encourages many styles of learning.

(d)  Require Administration officers for all NGO's to take responsibility for the actions and non -actions of their NGO in a similar manner that the Sorbanes - Oxley Act affects corporations, and that all NGO's also report on their activities beyond triple bottom line accounting principles.

2) Appeal to the United Nations to have all staff become Educators for Peace and having the United Nations and its agencies become familiar with our common core curricula.

3) Develop within the business community a Purchase Order Policy that encourages corporations to do business with corporations that support our values approach – including the United Nations - in particular its programs - the Millennium Development Goals and the United Nations Global Compact and the Earth Charter) - All corporations doing such business would be adopting Reporting Principles at least at the level of Triple Bottom line accounting standards with a view to moving beyond such standards recognizing the ISO 26000 Standard is soon to be issued.

4) Develop more fully, support for the Global Transaction Tax as recommended by UBUNTU or a program such as the 1% Solution (TOPS) that attaches a Brand to Corporate Social Responsibility and provides  Funding mechanism for Peace and Ending World Poverty.  Establish Micro credit facilities and other humanitarian capacities for efficient distribution of Funds generated through these processes. 

5) Develop  Peace Universities, Global Harmony Association,  Aga Khan Foundation, and other Academies within every country using common core curricula co-designed by the local cultures working in concert with other Peace Education organizations including the Council for Global Education.

6) Develop protocols of communication within the United Nations and Educators to support efficiencies and reduce duplication of efforts..  Common Core Curricula based upon the United Nations Peace University curricula and developed through this new network as Distance Learning processes.  

7) Develop an understanding of the importance of breathing on the human condition and every aspect of human development. Examine all training and educational programs and determine how they may be affected by introducing Breathing techniques. (in particualr -e-learning)

8) Instigate support within Civil Society and at the level of the United Nations for  the Space Preservation Treaty ( http://www.peaceinspace.com/sp_treaty.shtml).

9) Consider the Health implications of all water (in particular the value of alkaline water),  foods (organically grown), drugs (natural), and information that are shared on a global level ensuring that the most up to date information on natural aspects relating to sustaining life of humans and ensuring that corporations do not use the laws of copy write to limit the accessibility to healthy lifestyles.

10) Develop alternative forms of energy production minimizing the effects of Carbon Emissions on the atmosphere and the repercussions on the human condition.

Through these measures we may construct a process for realizing that Peace is a state of being and not just an ideal to be contemplated.  Sustainability is a holistic understanding that includes the human condition, integrating Economics, Ethics, Energy, and Health and how these aspects affect the Physical, Mental, Emotional, and Spiritual aspects of society.  We trust the above resolutions will achieve this outcome – when implemented as an expression of Educating for Peace.
